Interview with Ted Kielley: Canadian Studies Graduate, May 2008 

We took a few minutes to talk to one of our most recent Canadian 

Studies graduates Ted Kielley to hear what he thought about the pro-

gram and the knowledge heôs gained: 

 

Q: What attracted you to the Canadian Studies Minor during 

your time as an undergraduate at Boise State? 

A: Having both vacationed and worked in Canada, this just seemed 

interesting to me at the time. Once I started dabbling in Canadaôs his-

tory, I found it to be a nice break from all I was taught in school at an 

earlier age, which of course is always U.S. history.  Iôve always had 

great experiences with anyone I met from Canada, the people there 

seem to always have a great story to tell. 

 

Q: Have you ever been to Canada? If so, could you describe it? 

A: I helped build part of the village at Whistler Resort in B.C., and attended the Worldôs Fair in Vancouver in the 

80ôs. Iôve always found British Columbia to be a lush and ñnaturalò kind of place. Iôve also taken many motorcy-

cle trips to other B.C. destinations including Nelson and the Okanogan region, which is actually Canadaôs wine 

country. I had no idea anywhere in Canada could be so hot in the summer; it was 98Á while I was there. Iôve been 

to many places in Alberta as well; Calgary was very similar in nature to Dallas, Texas, with its cowboy ambiance. 

The skiing at Banff and Jasper is some of the worldôs best, minus the Hollywood glitz of Whistler. I hope to ex-

perience the culture in Montreal and Quebec City as soon as I can, and to ski Mont Tremblant in the Laurentian 

mountains of Quebec as well. 

 

Q: How do you think your Canadian Studies Minor will help you get a job you are interested in? 

 A: Since having received my hand-signed certificate from the Consulate General during this yearôs Canada 

Week, I have made quite a few valuable and interesting connections on both sides of the border.  Having been 

given the opportunity to volunteer at the recent PNWER Business Summit this summer (Thank you Dr. Hauseg-

ger!), and sitting in on several of the conference discussions, I am presently putting together a future company to 

assist in recruiting employees in over 113 different occupations to help in the construction of a natural gas pipe-

line, starting in Prudhoe Bay, Alaska, and going through three Canadian Provinces. Being situated in Boise is a 

plus, as our city is in the middle of a large circle of metro areas to from which I can tap resources. I have also 

made a great connection with the Minister of  Industry, Tourism, and Investment for the Northwest Territories, 

and this person has been very generous to go out of his way and educate me in much of the diamond mining in-

dustry in his part of the world.  

 

Q: Was there any class in this program that you would rate as your favorite or most memorable? 

A: Absolutely!!! Norman Weinsteinôs ñFirst Nations Art and Literatureò class from a few years back. At that 

time, the Canadian Studies program was based in the Department of Anthropology. I would like to see the Cana-

dian Studies Program consider bringing this class back, should Norm be interested in teaching it again. I believe it 

could be done, as modern artistic expression of First Nation peoples now often deals with the political battles and 

social problems that Canadaôs original residents face on a daily basis. 

 

With the upcoming Winter Olympics at Vancouver and Whistler, British Columbia almost upon us, there is one 

more thing I would like to addéMy friend, former classmate, and recent BSU Grad Nick Cunningham will be 

competing in the Four Man Bobsledding event for the US éLetôs all try to watch and send good vibes his wayé

Letôs Go Nick!!!

BSU Canadian Studies Program Receives  

Canadian Government Grant for Fifth Year in a Row 

 Each year Co-Directors Dr. Ross Burkhart and Dr. Lori Hausegger apply for a Program Enhancement Grant 

from the government of Canada. The grant award committee is interested in innovative projects that promote 

awareness among students and the public about Canada and Canada-U.S. relations (such as Canada Week) and pro-

grams that foster student mobility (exchanges, study tours, internships, scholarships) to Canada.  

 For five years in a row, the Boise State Canadian Studies Program has been on the list of programs that the 

Canadian Government feels fits this criteria. This year was also our biggest award yet, an astounding $10,000. It is 

quite an honor for the program and the university as a whole. External funding sources such as this are increasingly 

important to smaller programs like the Canadian Studies Program, especially when an unstable economy has lead to 

cut backs at higher education institutions. Because of the efforts of Dr. Burkhart and Dr. Hausegger students and 

community members can be sure to see the same number of events and classes  offered by the Canadian Studies 

Program year after year. The Program Enhancement Grant also helps fund student travel, conference attendance, 

and ensures that experts from Canada can make it down to Boise for Canada Week.
